Assessment Plan


An on-going, informal assessment I will be doing for book clubs is a reader’s notebook. Students fill out a graphic organizer every day that they read. It contains four boxes, one of which changes depending on their progression in their novel: responses (at least three), questions (at least 3), predictions citing evidence (at least 2) and a changing box that is either characters and setting, sequence of events, style and voice (2 examples), problems or solutions. Each box is worth two points.

Another on-going informal assessment is bookmarks to keep track of style and voice that the students like. Each bookmark has six slots to record a page number and an example. Students share these out some days and may use one example for their reader’s notebook while finding another example that isn’t on their bookmark.


For a formal assessment, students will be creating projects with a partner or two that represents the book. The options for this project include poster, mobile, timeline, collage, comic book or diorama. They must specifically include one example of style and voice that they thought was a good example from the book, and create an image that they were able to visualize as they read. The rest of the content should have elements of a story, including characters, setting, events, problems and solutions. The entire project will be worth 25 points.

Poster: elements, picture(s), quote

Mobile (hanging artwork): elements, picture(s), quote

Timeline: elements, picture(s), quote (include picture and quote along appropriate place in timeline)

Collage: counts for image but must include a quote somewhere in collage and an attached explanation of elements 

Comic Book: counts for image but must include quote somewhere and include elements (label quote and elements)

Diorama: counts for image but must include quote and elements on an attached explanation
